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The 22" of November saw the inauguration of De La Salle College Ananindeua, in
the State of Pard, Brazil. The site covers more than 51,300 square metres, and

to begin with the establishment will cater for children up the 5" year of Basic
Education.

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The new College will provide a quality education in line with the pedagogical
principles of St. John Baptist de La Salle, and thus it will be part of the Lasallian
presence in the north of Brazil, joining the other Lasallian establishment that
already exists in the town of Ananindeua.

“Our establishment is special and it offers families the chance to have an
education with a difference, based on Christian values and morality relating to
the whole of society”.
